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The Dean of the Faculty of Arts, University of Lagos, Professor Olufunke Adeboye, says students of the Faculty would no longer go hungry to exam halls with empty stomach. Today, October 20 2019, she orders the students to sit in Room402 of the Faculty where she would be having some lecture with them.

Meanwhile, Adeboye states that it would be terrible for students to read on empty stomach. She says that reading would not circulate. According to her, the pack contains “little of everything” that would zero hunger in the course of the exams, which start tomorrow, October 21, 2019. 

Also, the Dean of Arts remarks that four meal tickets would be distributed to every student whose names she received from their respective Course Advisers. Each meal ticket is tagged 300 naira, and this would enable the students eat four free meals during the exams week. She adds that by presenting the tickets to Iya-Moria, in Room A215, in the Faculty, their desired meals would simply be sold to them. 

Prof. Adeboye got elected this year as the Dean of Arts. One of her campaign programs is Welfarism. And she has so fulfilled that promise, today, even on a Sunday afternoon.  The students respectively received their Exams Welfare Pack in RoomA408 of the Faculty.
